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B.C. Early Hearing Program 

 Well, “A Sound Start” has begun!!  Following 
the funding announcement in March, many people have 
been working very hard to develop B.C.’s new compre-
hensive infant hearing program. Ann Marie Newroth was 
recently hired as the Provincial Coordinator for the BC 
Early Hearing Program, and will assume the role begin-
ning on September 19, 2005. 

 Some parts of the program, such as the universal 
newborn screening, will take longer to implement than 
others, and will be phased in over the next few years.  
However, one important piece is already up and running 
under interim guidelines – financial support for a young 
child’s first set of hearing aids is now available through 
the B.C. Early Hearing Program (BC EHP) 
 The hearing aid plan came into effect April 1, 
2005, and children under 3 ½ years of age with perma-
nent hearing loss are eligible.  The plan includes: 

• One set of hearing aids up to $1300 for each ear. 

• Ongoing earmolds until your child reaches three and 
a half years of age. 

• Batteries (up to 6 batteries per aid per month) until 
your child reaches three and a half years of age. 

• Loaner (back-up) hearing aid through your local dis-
pensing audiology clinic. 

 Some dollar limits apply. Some aspects of the 
program may be fine-tuned  For more details about the 
Hearing Aid Plan as part of BC EHP, contact your local 
public health audiology clinic, your Health Authority, or 
the BC EHP

Trish, Chad and Tyson D'Hondt 
On the weekend of July 22-24, we attended our first 

CHHA family camping weekend. Not sure of what to ex-
pect we were a little nervous. WOW! It was incredible. 
We made some amazing new friends who were willing to 
answer some of questions regarding our 22 month old son 
Tyson's microtia and atresia. Chad and I were able to see 
and experience first hand a BAHA thanks to Jesse Ka-
zemir. While talking with Steve and Teresa Kazemir it 
was mentioned that another family had just received 
funding through a new program called the BC Early 
Hearing Program. The program had paid for their child's 
BAHA. We became very interested in this program as the 
cost was a major hold back for us. 

Upon returning home Teresa emailed me info regard-
ing this other family's experience. On Tuesday July 26, 
armed with this new info I phoned Tyson's audiologist. 
He explained that the program would only fund 1 set of 
hearing aids up to $1300 for each ear. I told him what I 
had learned during the weekend and he said he would 
check into it and get back to me. Within 20 minute he had 
phoned back and said that because Tyson only required 1 
aid and no ear molds he would be considered a special 
circumstance! We had been approved for full funding and 
Tyson was finally going to receive a BAHA! 

On August 8 we went and received Tyson's aid.  Fif-
teen days after we had first heard about the program we 
had Tyson's BAHA. WOW! When we went for the fit-
ting, it was put on and turned on. We looked at Ty-
son,asked him if he could hear us and waited for a 
response. Tyson got up from his chair, smiled, said "uh 
ha" and walked out of the office. Typical Tyson.  

Tyson has moments of resistance putting on the 
BAHA some days, but he resists shoes most days!! We 
are pleased with how things are going so far. We cannot 
express how thankful we are of how this will change Ty-
son's life and ours. What started as a casual conversation 
has turned out to be life changing for our family. 

 
Editor's Note: Some young children with bilateral or 
unilateral atresia (totally closed off ear canals) are 
now being fitted with the softband BAHA (Bone An-
chored Hearing Aid).  This is a "BAHA" hearing aid 
that is held in place by a soft headband rather than 
by the usual surgically implanted titanium screw in 
the mastoid bone.  It works in a similar manner to a 
traditional bone conduction hearing aid, but without 
the rigid metal headband.

 Finally just to remind/inform people of my Red 
Cross role as Coordinator for the program that 
is recycling children's medical and therapeutic equipment 
--  if people need equipment and can't afford it -- talk to 
me, and if you have equipment that you no longer 
need (even adult size stuff because we service children 0-
19 years) we would be happy to pick it up and give you a 
tax receipt once it is assessed.  Equipment includes 
wheelchairs, walkers, standers, toileting and bathing 
equipment, biomedical equipment such as feeding pumps 
and suction machines, and therapeutic equipment such as 
exercise balls, adapted bikes and positioning equipment.  
We also are looking to recycle educational aid and assis-
tive devices.  Finally we need volunteers for a variety of 
positions. Many of these opportunities are suitable for 
students so those living in the Burnaby area can talk to 
me about volunteering here and earning the CAPP credits 
for school.  I am also looking for professional volunteers 
to help with funding development and program promo-
tion.

Notes by Leila Lolua 
It was a real pleasure to hear the MP in my riding ad-

dress the CHHA’s conference.  Peter was previously with 
the Council of Canadians and was the Executive Director 
of WIDHH prior to being elected.  Peter represents us on 
the Sub-Committee on the Status of Persons with Disabili-
ties.  Both his constituency and Ottawa office are fully ac-
cessible with a TTY, which, sadly, is a first in Canada.   

Peter spoke about the need for leaders in the disability 
community for full inclusion in decision-making.  People 
with disabilities are not content to leave matters up to poli-
ticians and bureaucrats, captured by the phrase ‘Nothing 
about us without us.’  Section 15 of he Charter of Rights 
and Freedom protects people with ‘mental or physical dis-
abilities’, yet in many aspects the quality of life of people 
with disabilities is going backward.  Consider this; 13-15% 
of the population have a disability, yet the employment 
rate of men with a disability is 41%, and only 38% for 
women with a disability.  Almost half of the homeless 
have a disability. 

The message from government has been ‘maybe next 
year’, but Canadians with disabilities cannot wait.  The 
majority of those with disabilities do not have enough in-
come to get tax credits because they do not have taxable 
income.  Canada is alone in developed countries in reli-
ance on voluntary guidelines instead of mandatory regula-
tions.  Guidelines do not advance full inclusion of persons 
with disabilities.   

Peter was passionate that it is time to take the Task 
force on Disabilities off of the shelf and act.  The true em-
bodiment of s. 15 of the Charter is a better quality of life.
